1. WELCOME TO PARTICIPANTS

4. REPORT FROM THE SCIENTIFIC OFFICER, Pavol Nejedlik

a) Pavol Nejedlik will be replaced by scientific officer Paola de Silva in a few weeks. The chair thanked Pavol for providing excellent administrative support for the Action. On behalf of the MC the chair wished him every success in the future. 

b) Starting in mid 2007 the Action will receive a grant and will be responsible for its administration.

11. NON-COST PARTICIPANTS

12. WEB NEWS

15. CONFERENCES, MEETINGS

The following proposal were made for new meetings:

Maria Athanassidou proposed to organize two-day broader model urbanization meeting, possibly to be held in Exeter, UK.  

Alexander Baklanov suggested to have a joint meeting with NETFAM on model urbanization strategy, possible jointly in UK or in Copenhagen. The meeting will be held around May 07.
Mikhail Sofiev also encouraged participants to discuss and arrange a joint workshop with the Nordic network NetFAM, June 14 – 16, 2007. Marko Kaasik supported that idea. However, due to anticipated travel and budget constraints from the COST Office, Alexander Baklanov proposed to organize the meeting in Copenhagen. 

MCM5/D13: MA and AB should develop their plan for the meetings. They should estimate the number of COST funded participants and inform the Chair. It was estimated that around 10-15 participants would be funded by the ACTION if resources were available. 
The Chair asked if there were any other ideas for meetings. As no other ideas were suggested he informed the MC that several COST 728 participants had submitted abstracted and perhaps they could be supported by COST to raise the profile of the ACTION at a major international conference.  It was agreed that COST could support no more than 10 people to attend. Priority should go to younger members and those attending from the new member states or the Eastern European Countries. 
16. LONG TERM PLANNING

17. TIME AND PLACE FOR THE NEXT MEETING
