a) The selection method of new COST actions has been revised. It is now done as a two-stage process starting from submissions of short pre-proposals. These can be submitted at any time, but will be evaluated after collection days. The next collection day is 30 March 2007.

b) The EC-ESF contract to operate COST ends on 30 June 2007, and a new contract for the FP7 period is being negotiated. Both COST budget and Actions budget will increase. Due to the transition period, no Action activities will be funded from June – August 2007, and Actions must pro-actively plan for the January – May period. 
c) Important dates for the Action were summarised:

Templates for the legal and contractual Grant documents will be updated on the COST web site, including Memorandum of Understanding, Grant Agreement, Annual Work Plan, and Annual Budget Plan. COST Office web-based IT Tool will serve as a remote on-line access for the Grant Holding Institution for applications, reporting, document generation, management of bank details, and archiving. 
e) The status and budget of the Action was reviewed. The budget for 2007 was 100 000 €, and when estimates for the expenses for the activities done or planned so far (Brussels MCM meeting, urban air quality meeting in Cyprus, model urbanization workshop in Exeter, and the COST-728-NetFAM workshop in Copenhagen) are taken into account, the amount of funding remaining for the January – June period will be 2000 € plus the budget increase of 17 000 €. It was discussed that the true expenses of the activities may be higher than the estimates.
