2 - "Place Jeanne d'Arc for the Hotels ATHENEE, IBIS CENTRE, CLOCHER DE RODEZ
3 - "Allées Jean-Jaures" (Subway) for the hotels: CAPITOULS, de FRANCE, CASTELLANE
4 - "Gare Matabiau" (Subway) for the hotels: MERMOZ, TERMINUS

FROM THE AIRPORT TO METEO-FRANCE:

A taxi can drive you to Meteopole in about 15 minutes. It should cost around €20.
You can also take the airport shuttle to the stop "Allées Jean-Jaurés™ and then the subway (see below),
but this can take two hours

FROM THE CENTER OF TOULOUSE TO METEO-FRANCE:

Take the subway to the last stop "Basso Cambo” then catch a bus on line number 8 (check that the
direction at the front of the bus is "Lycée Polyvalent") then get off at stop "METEO-FRANCE".
A subway+bus ticket will cost around €1,30.
